4.2 Special Note-
A) Home University (HU) & Other than Home University (OHU) Quota

All Statutory Universities to which the Colleges are affiliated for the regular Course are
eligible universities for Home Universities. Some Universities like SNDT University, Mumbai,
Kavi Kulguru Kalidas Sanskrit University, Ramtek, are having State Level Jurisdiction. As per
Notification dated 5th May 2017, the Home Universities are considered as per the Jurisdiction
of the Institute in which candidate has studied and it determines the Candidature Type. The
