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() The person with benchmark disabilities shall be given an upper age
relaxation of five years for admission in institutions of higher education.
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Section o-Accessibility-

This is with reference to laying down the standards fo accessibility for the
physical environment, transportation, information and communication, including
appropriate technologies and other services provided to the public in urban and
rural areas.

Section - 8% -
Mandatory observance of accessibilities norms-

a) No establishments shall granted permission to build any structure if the
building does not adhere the rules formulated by Central Government under
Section ¥o

b) No establishment should be issued a certificate of completion or allowed to
take occupation of the building unless it has adhered to the rules formulated
by the Central Government.

From the record placed before us, we find that several instructions were
issued from Director of Higher Education for creating necessary facilities for barrier
free access to handicapped persons in the establishments like universities,
colleges, classrooms, canteens, staff rooms, ladies common room and
washrooms etc. A reference has been made to National Building Code which
needs to be complied with.
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The State and the Director of Education shall issue instructions to all the
Universities to call for compliance report from the educational institutions. In case
any completion certificate in respect of the structures, institutions,
establishment/buildings as required by the Act are pending with the authorities
then necessary compliance be sought for before issuing the occupancy or
completion certificates. In case the occupancy or completion certificate of such
buildings was already granted, then such authorities would take necessary steps
for creating basic facilities like ramp, washrooms, barrier free access for
handicapped persons in such buildings.
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Three key areas by higher education institutions and university as per the
Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act 209% for the benefit of persons with
~disability sstudying in higher education institution-

i. Reservation Policy- Implementation of 4% reservation as per The Rights of
Persons with Disabilities Act 309§.

i. Accessibility and Barrier Free Environment- To implement barrier free
guidelines for proper access to orthopedic disabled persons so that they are able
to freely move in the educational institution and access the education facilities.
Access audit of University college building should be done by expert disability
studies. Necessary modification shall be done in those college buildings annual
basis.

i. Pedagogy and curriculum accessibility - The teaching curriculum shall be
accessible to the student with disability. Teachers shall make Pedagogy adaptation
by making adequate provisions and facilities for teaching to students with disability
in classrooms, research and laboratory, depending upon the nature of their
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disability, to enable them to undertake their studies effectively. University shall
provide accessible devices to students with disability to study effectively.
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
